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EU Council Simulation
Invitation to participate 

The EU Council simulation, which will be held in Palazzo Vecchio, Salone dei Duecento, on May 13 2010, from 9:30 until 18:00, will consist in the simulation of a meeting of the EU Council. 
The simulation has been developed as a joint project of JMU in Florence, with the cooperation of the Office Europe Direct of the Comune. Students of both JMU and UNIFI will be involved.
Due to the limited places available, UNIFI students who want to apply to the simulation will be selected on the basis of a written test aimed at verifying their English proficiency and their competence in EU-related subjects.
The test is divided in two parts: 1) multiple choice questions 2) write a short paragraph on a topic related to the Council of Ministers of the EU.

Applicants will receive some preparatory material before the test.

The duration of the test is 1 hour.

The deadline for application is March 11 2010, h.12.00.

The test will take place on March 24 2010, h. 17.00-18.30, in the JMU’s classrooms in Palazzo Capponi (Via de’Michelozzi 2, Firenze).
The results of the test will be available on March 26 2010.
The admitted students will receive a specific training for the simulation during some preparatory meetings that will be probably held on March 31 2010 (h 16-18), April 28 2010 (h 16-18) and May 12 2010 (h 14-17). They will work in teams.
The simulation requires participants to interpret the roles of the Ministers of the 27 Member states, their vices, the President of the Commission and other institutional figures. Teams will be set up at the end of March and given clear instructions on their country’s negotiating targets. The exercise lasts for the whole day, with some coffee breaks and lunch to interrupt the political game from time to time. Nevertheless, negotiations will continue or even intensify during the breaks, like in the real meetings: positions will be discussed, documents quickly prepared and coalitions formed and dissolved. The event will hopefully help students understand the intricacies and difficulties of policy-making at the international level, and familiarize them with the complexity of EU decision-making procedures.
